Wandke made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. Cush
seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken. Those voting yes: Gericke,
Leong, Fitzgerald, Fielden, Wandke, Cush, and Yang Rohr. No: None The

motion carried.

The General Assembly has enacted a budget for the coming year but there is
trigger language in it that there must be an evidence based school funding
model enacted in order to disburse money and that has not occurred yet. SB1
did pass and is back in the General Assembly for action now. The first voucher
payment is due August 10, and we are not expecting to receive our first state
payment then and we are unsure when that will actually occur. There is
conversation around the state about the ability to open. We are in a position to
open our doors thanks to sound fiscal management of the District by this Board
and former Boards. We anticipate to be open for the entire year. We are about
90% locally funded, but if we have to go through the school year without any
state aide, we will have to evaluate going into the 18 — 19 school year.

Mr. Fielden reported that the Resolutions Committee met in Bloomington last
week. We were the last to be heard of eight. To recap the resolution, if a
District does not take the full levy, they have the option to go back within three
years to reclaim some of the funds. It was voted on and passed unanimously.
There has been some positive response. Some of the other resolutions were
really interesting.
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Discussion
Without Action

Policy Review: First Reading Policy 7.300, Extracurricular Athletics
Superintendent Bridges indicated that the first three Policies were presented at
the last meeting. Questions will be answered tonight with action on August 21.
The fourth policy is one that needs to be updated as a result of legislation.

Mr. Ross indicated that the recommended changes improve the wording and
add cross references. There have been no changes since the Board reviewed this
policy on July 17. The Board will take action on August 21, 2017.
Question from Board members:
o Clarification about the insurance policy that students are required to have.
o Itis a health insurance policy.
Further question about implementation.
o We will have more information about that at the next meeting.
e Isitrequired that we do that by state law in addition to the policy?
o Itis a part of the PRESS recommendation. It adds another level of
insurance.
e Are there any guidelines around the type or level of insurance?
o0 Inpolicy it is accident insurance coverage.
e If they do not have proof of accident insurance, they would not be allowed
to participate in athletics?
o True, we will review to be sure this is how it is being implemented.

Policy Review: First Reading Policy 7.310, Publications

At the last meeting there were some questions about the verbiage “property”
whether it referred to physical ground or a devise. The policy refers to physical
property. We do have a policy elsewhere that covers devices and an additional
cross reference has been added to the policy. The Board will take action on
August 21, 2017. There were no additional questions.

Policy Review: First Reading Policy 7.330, Student Use of Buildings —
Equal Access
Bob there were questions from the last meeting.
e How does policy impact elementary students?
0 We do have elementary clubs and groups that have supervisors. It
will be far less common for elementary students to initiate a request.
e Other questions had to do with supervisors and people from outside.
o Counsel information states that a staff member can be present during
a student initiated religious meeting only in a supervisory capacity
but not engage, promote or participate in such meetings.
o Supreme Court ruled that non-school persons may not directly
interact and attend on a regular basis. An outside individual may
come in occasionally as a guest speaker.

Questions/Comments from Board members

e School staff member or other responsible adult can be present in
supervisory capacity. Who would the other responsible adult be, and can
they supervise? There seems to be a conflict.

e There are a number of Fellowship of Christian Athletes type groups in the
District. Are those staff non-participatory?
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Discussion With

0 Yes, we checked with the high school principals. There can be a
supervisor there who will not participate.
0 These are student initiated and led groups, and there are certain rules
we have to follow.
e Are there religious groups that are more clubs that are staff directed?
0 We are not aware of any such clubs.
e Please leave the word “supervisory” in number 6 to be clear.

Policy Review: First Reading Policy 4.110, Transportation

Mr. Ross indicated that this policy is being updated due to PRESS
recommendation. Language is added concerning foster care students and
cellular phones. There are updates to a legal reference and two cross-references
are added. The Board will take action August 21, 2017.

There were no questions from Board members.
