The vast majority of our students receive services within their neighborhood schools. Additionally,
specialized classrooms are available throughout the district for students who need additional support.
Each of the specialized classrooms provides a smaller student/teacher ratio, increased intensity of
services and a focused methodology aligned to student’s needs.
