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To educate students to be self-directed learners, collaborative workers, complex thinkers, quality producers, and
community contributors.

In partnership with the community, Career and Technical Education (CTE) provides students with real-world
experiences. Students will discover and explore their passions which will lead to career opportunities and the
development of life skills.

This course is designed to help students gain a better understanding of self, increase awareness of others,
practice mindfulness, learn how to tolerate and cope with significant life events, learn how to regulate their
emotions while practicing conflict resolution skills, and develop interpersonal relationships while communicating
effectively. The insights, skills and concepts taught in this class are the basics of establishing satisfying and
healthy relationships. Areas of study include: self-direction, personality development and family systems,
mindfulness, distress tolerance, emotion regulation, conflict resolution, values, maorals, and ethics, interpersonal
relationships and communication. This course will help individuals enhance their social and emotional
development.

Students will be provided with multiple and varied opportunities to demonstrate mastery of learning standards.
Although varied in content, all courses will include examples of practice and evidence of learning:

e Evidence of Learning: Tasks or assessments where feedback is provided to the student and considered
evidence of a student's level of proficiency on a given standard or skill. This may include, but is not limited
to formative tasks that provide insights on areas for growth as well as summative tests, projects and/or
performances.

Practice: Tasks that are connected to course standards and learning targets that promote the development of
skills and/or knowledge that will be assessed, but where feedback is not provided. This may include, but is not
limited to daily readings, note taking, practice exercises and tasks essential to the learning process.

Semester grades for all classes (prior to the final exam) will be calculated by a weighted average. As part of the
calculation for the overall semester grade, final exams/projects will not exceed 15% of the semester grade.

Grades communicate each student's progress toward mastery of goals/standards for the course.
e Infinite Campus Symbols/Comments:

o Ascore of "Missing" (M) will indicate an assessment has not been turned in and the comments
section will include a specific date by which students can still submit. After that date, a zero (0) will
be recorded.

o Any score may also have a comment indicating the due date, turned in, late, reassessment eligibility
including the timeline and/or reassessment final scores.

o Azeroindicates that no attempt was made by the student. If a legitimate attempt is made on an
assessment and practice work has been completed in a consistent and timely manner (completing
80% of practice listed in Infinite Campus.), a score of 50% will be the lowest possible grade.

o Evidence of Learning work submitted after the original due date cannot be penalized more than a
total of 10% and can be submitted for credit up to b days after the original due date.

Practice work is not eligible for reassessment.
Evidence of Learning work with a score below 80% is eligible for reassessment if students have:
o Demonstrated readiness through timely and consistent completion of practice work. This means
completing 80% of practice listed in Infinite Campus.
o Completed designated learning experiences as assigned by the teacher.
e Timeline: Reassessments must be completed 5 school days after the student receives feedback (unless
otherwise determined by the instructar).
e Project-Based Assessments that include multiple opportunities for feedback and improvement in the
assessment process will represent multiple attempts and be considered a reassessment

e You are encouraged to communicate with their teacher regarding questions.
e Teachers make every effort to respond to emails and phane calls within 24 hours during the workweek.
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e The best way to communicate with teachers is through email; however, if you haven't received a response
within 48 hours, please resend the email or call their voicemail. Your email may have been filtered.
