Students will utilize feedback 
in order to self-assess progress towards a standard. 

  

Reassessment Policy 

Reassessment only on summative work, excluding final exams and district assessments: 

 Students are only allowed reassessment on essays on which they earn a 79% or below. 

 The maximum grade the student can earn on the reassessment is an 80%. 

 The higher of the two scores will be entered in Infinite Campus.
